	Appropriate Cafeteria Behavior


Cafeteria Routines
1. Enter cafeteria quietly – single, straight, silent - by the 300 wing door.

2. Go to assigned serving line and remain silent while on the brown tile.

3. Staff and students will wait their turn in line.

4. Teachers stay with the class on the brown tile until the entire class is served.

5. Students get milk, lunch, silverware, and put in their lunch numbers.

6. Students walk quietly to their assigned tables.

7. Students choose a seat and stay there.  They may not get up once seated unless the teacher gives permission.

8. Students eat lunch quietly.  This means:  talk to the person beside or across from them, using a 12 inch voice.

9. Students pick up any trash they have dropped and wipe up any spills made.

10. Students exit the cafeteria using the designated route marked by the arrows.

11. At the trash can, students are single, straight, and silent.  They dump their trash one at a time into the cans.  Depending on the number of cans out, the teacher can direct the students to the designated can in order to move the line more quickly.

12. Students leave the trash can area in a single, straight, and silent line, stopping at the last table by the exit door.  The exit door is the door that leads out to the common hall area and is marked “Exit.”

13. Students return to class in a single, straight, and silent line.
Teaching Examples

Example:  A student follows the steps of the cafeteria routine.

Non-example:  A student is walking side by side with another student, talking.



 A student gets up from the table and moves to another seat.



 A student yells down the table to another student.



 Several students bunch around the trash cans, dumping their trays.

Student Activities/Checking for Understanding (Adapt to your students’ needs) 
1,  Discuss the steps in the routine and guide students through each.

2.  Write the steps as discussed.

3.  Review the sequence of routine.  Students could complete a sequence chart.

4.  Have students draw pictures to represent each step of the routine and make a booklet.

5.  Role play the routine in class, and practice the routine.

6.  Have a student or the teacher role play the routine, making mistakes.  Let the students 

     identify the mistakes and verbally correct.

7.  Have a discussion on how to be respectful, responsible, and ready to learn in the 

     the cafeteria.  Use three columns and list the routine steps under the appropriate

     columns. 

After the lesson, remind students of the routine before leaving the classroom and while in the cafeteria.
