Appropriate Hallway Behavior

SINGLE, STRAIGHT, SILENT
Students are in a single line, facing forward, arm-length’s distance from each other, walking quietly.

Examples:
Single – Students are walking one behind the other with an arm’s 

              length distance between each other  
Straight – Students are facing forward.
Silent – No one is talking or making noises.
Students enter destination area quietly.

Students walk on the right side of the hall.

Students keep hands and feet to themselves.

Students are Respectful by being single, straight, and silent in the hallways.

Students are Responsible for their own behavior when they choose to walk in a single, straight, silent line.

Students are Ready to Learn when they enter their destination area quietly.

Non-Examples:

Students are leaning against the wall, not facing forward or are turned around.  Students are touching other students.  Students are talking, laughing, or making other noises.

Activities to enhance concept development:

1. Discuss appropriate hallway behavior.  Give examples of how students are to walk in the hallway and examples of how they should not walk in the hallway.

2. Role play with students and have them act out appropriate and non-appropriate hallway behaviors.  Ask the class which group displayed appropriate behavior in the hall and which group displayed inappropriate behavior.   List on the board or a chart appropriate behaviors that were observed.

3. Practice appropriate behavior by walking up and down the hallway and entering destination area quietly

Activities to check for understanding:

1. Call other small groups up to role play/demonstrate appropriate hallway behavior.

2. Have students journal appropriate hallway behavior.

3. Have students draw a picture representing the “3 S’s” and label what each “S” represents.

Activities to extend concept development:

1. Observe other classes in the hall and keep a tally of how many students were not single, straight, and silent in each class.

2. Have students list the 3 expectations – Respectful, Responsible, Ready to Learn.  Ask them to list two hallway behaviors under each category that represent each expectation.
