Send students to office with referral in hand (call ahead if referral cannot be written immediately)





Administrator determines consequences

SIDE BAR on Minor Incidents Forms








Issue Classroom Intervention Form when student does not respond to pre-correction, re-direction, or verbal warning.  Take concrete action to correct behavior (i.e. student-teacher conference, teacher detention, call home, teacher-parent conference, silent lunch, time-out with another team member.)  When possible, have the corrective actions (s) correspond to the behavior being corrected.
