Tarrant’s Modeling Script

Arriving at School: 

1. Exit bus properly, one at a time, walking at all times.

2. Walkers stay safe by walking on the sidewalk away from the curb.

3. Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.


4. Watch and listen for adults giving you directions.

5. Enter the building in a single, straight and silent line. 

6. If going to breakfast, go there and back by way of the upper hall.  After breakfast or upon arrival if not eating breakfast, go to your assigned location, sit quietly with a book or study spelling words.




In the Hallway:

(Teachers will go over hallway expectations every time before leaving the classroom.) 

1. 3 S Line 
· Single: Stand behind the person in front of you, looking at the back of their heads.
· Straight: form a line, not a squiggle or zig zag.  Stand up straight.  Show Mr. Ratliff, Mrs. Byrd and Mr. Boykin you appreciate their hard work by keeping our clean walls fingerprint free.
· Silent: no talking, giggling or noise of any kind.
· 
2. Walk like a _______ grader.  Pick up feet, avoid leaving a gap, dancing and wiggling.  Walk forward at all times. (Remember, adults are looking for classes who are doing a good job to give Eagle Pride Coins to!)

3. Keep one hand on your lip and one on your hip.  If carrying a library book, carry it straight down at your side.    

4. Even when stopping for the line to regroup or the teacher to complete a task, remain silent.  Maintain a 3 S line.  

5. Be polite, stay to the right.



On the Bus: 

1. Students are expected to wait patiently at the bus stop.  Listen to and obey adults.

2. Enter bus properly, one at a time, walking at all times.
3. Sit where your bus driver wants you to sit.

4. STAY SEATED until bus comes to a complete stop at your stop.

5. KEEP HANDS, FEET & OBJECTS to self and inside bus; USE QUIET voices; FOLLOW the rules of the bus driver.

6. TAKE personal items off the bus.










Arriving at School:

In the Cafeteria: 

1.  Stand in 3 S line while waiting for your food.  Pay attention to movement in the line.  Make sure you stay with your right choice.  Use good manners in requesting side items in a loud and clear voice (i.e. peas please or no thank you).  
2. Be sure to have your number memorized ahead of time or keep the number with you until you learn it.  Put your number in quickly remembering others are waiting behind you.   Only get ice cream or snack if you know you have money.  
3. Remember all supplies, condiments and milk.  It is difficult to go back to get forgotten items. 
4. Sit in your designated area.  Stay seated at all times.
5. Raise your hand if you need assistance.  Only ask to go to the restroom if it is an emergency.
6. First, eat your food.   The first five minutes is silent time.  When signaled by the lunch monitor, you may use inside voices to talk to people at your table only.  Talking to people at other tables, in line or moving about the cafeteria will cause your group to lose their Eagle Pride Coin. 
7. Use good manners: Chew with your mouth closed.  Talk about nice things.  Teasing others, playing with your food or mixing things together will cause you to lose your coin.
8. Keep/place all trash on your tray before passing it down to the lunch monitor.  Check floor and seat for trash/crumbs.  Your class will only receive an Eagle Pride Coin if your table and floor area are clean.
9. Wait for your teacher’s signal to stand up and then line up in order in a 3 S line.  Continue a 3 S line as you leave the cafeteria and go down the hallway.


At Resource:

1. Before leaving your classroom, make sure your shirt is tucked in and shoes are tied.  On library day, remember to take your books.

2. Walk to and from in a 3 S line for a smooth transition from class to class.  

3. You are Personally  Responsible to have a good attitude.
4. Be Respectful to your teacher and follow their specific Resource rules.

5. Be In control by keeping hands, feet and objects to yourself.

6. Be Determined to do your best!

7. Stay Engaged and focus on your task.







In the Restrooms:

 (Teachers give your students the specifics on how many are allowed in the bathroom at one time).
1. GO: Go in and take care of your   business quickly.  (Close door, use restroom, buckle, zip, snap before exiting).

2. FLUSH:  Push lever down one time and allow it to flush completely.  If it doesn’t work, try only one more time. (If there are serious problems in the restroom such as an overflowed toilet or a toilet that will not flush, let a custodian know about it). 

3. WASH: 1 squirt of soap, rub and rinse:  Doing the right thing instead of creating and playing in bubbles will show others that you are responsible and in control.

4. DRY: Dry hands with one paper towel.  Be careful to take just one.  If extras come out, put them on top of the dispenser.  Throw paper towel in the trash can.

5. LEAVE: Leave the restroom and join the 3S line, or if you are alone, silently walk back to class.


On the Playground: 

1. Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself. (Things that will make you walk on the blacktop instead of playing with your friends are: play fighting, wrestling, tackling, touching, playing tag)
2. Mulch needs to remain on the ground.
3. Stay in the given area (Explain boundaries for your age group).
4. Use the equipment properly:
· Swings: 1 person at a time, sit on bottom; hold on; jumping from swings or walking in front of them will cause you to get hurt; watch for people moving in front of swings; take turns; share just like you want others to. 
· Slides: 1 person at a time; feet first, sit on bottom; down only (climbing up will get you walking time on the blacktop) Once you have slid down, move out of the way.
· Other equipment: walk, climb and play.  Running could cause accidents.
· Use kind words with others: Try to solve small problems on your own with words before contacting teachers.  Tell the teachers if someone is hurt or can get hurt; threatening or bullying; or using profanity.
· Listen and watch for teacher signals:
(Stop what you are doing right away and quickly walk to form a 3 S line).
· Enter the building ready to work and learn again in a 3S line.  Recess is over.


Tarrant Faculty Expectations
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· Carry “Pride Coins” on you (Lanyard pouches are provided if you would like to use them). (This will allow you the opportunity to promote good behavior).  You can wear it around your neck or tie it on a belt loop.
· Pride coins can only be given to other classes. (This will keep the process fair to all!)
· Give Pride Coins to classes who demonstrate the expectations.
· Acknowledge the accomplishment of the class when you give them the Pride Coin. (Tell them what they are doing correct that earned them an award)
· Give coins for a variety of expectations and areas.
· Give out your Pride Coins with genuine enthusiasm.
