SIDE BAR on Minor Incident Reports





Issue Classroom Intervention Form when student does not respond to pre-correction, re-direction, or verbal warning.


Take consistent action to correct behavior and use consequences as needed.
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Send student to office with 


referral in hand (call ahead if referral cannot be written immediately)





Write referral to office





Refer to definitions of minor behaviors

Classroom Interventions Strategies


Correct misbehavior and re-teach 


expectations and rules


Problem-solve with student(s)


Continue building relationships


Elicit parent/guardian’s help


Use pre-correction, prompting, cueing, & signaling


Referral to guidance counselor


Classroom interventions, such as close proximity, moving seat, time out


Consult/refer to Behavior Team





Observe problem behavior





Classroom Environment and Teacher Strategies


Teach behavioral expectations and rules


Establish classroom procedures and routines


Reinforce/acknowledge positive behaviors


Seating Charts and other physical arrangements
