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	Objective:  To comply with school-wide expectations in the hallway and increase the likelihood the desired behavior will be repeated.

	Personal Responsibility: 
1. Single
2. Straight
3. Silent

	Rationale for Lesson:
It is important to teach appropriate hallway behavior because it makes us mindful of others who are working and helps keep others safe.

	Step 3:  Identify examples and non-examples of the desired behavior (What would the behavior look like?  What would the behavior not look like?)

	Examples
	Non-examples

	1. Keep your eyes on the line
2. Walk with feet facing forward
3. Use silent pinky wave to acknowledge others
	1. Looking back
2. Turning in line, bumping peers
3. Talking

	Step 4:  Practice/Role Play Activities
Have students write and role play examples they have developed for what being personally responsible looks like in the hallway.

	Model expected behavior:
Example: Hallway Rhythmic Chant
“Standing tall, I’m ready for the hall
One on my lips and one on my hips
Always respectful, always responsible
Remember, if I talk, I will walk”

	Lead students through behavior:
1. Discuss 
2. Role-play
3. Practice

	Test to ensure students understand behavior:
Using charades, have group present examples and non-examples.  Allow the remaining students identify each behavior.


	Step 5:  Provide opportunities for practice
Examples and non-examples can be presented in pictures and/or writing.  
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
